and their jury. 
5. Artists may enter in any of the following categories:  Ceramics, Digital Art, Drawing, 

Enamel, Fiber, Glass, Jewelry, Leather, Metal, Mixed Media, Painting, Paper, 
Photography, Printmaking, Sculpture, and Wood. 

6. All work exhibited must be the original work of the artist. 
7. Three images representing work that will be exhibited must be submitted in either 

photos or JPG images on a CD-Rom.  
8. $10.00 application fee and the $50.00 booth fee must be submitted with the Art & 

Craft application and the Juried Application by August 20, 2009.
